The Roof Installing and maintaining a firetarding roof is possibly the most
important aspect to protecting a house on a small lot.

Off-Street Parking Gridlock is common in higihensity neighborhoods, but more so
during wildfires. Ofstreet parking and pullouts will greatly speed travel times.

Escape RoutedDense neighborhoods need as many escape routes as possible.

Fences The pursuit of privacy adds an incredible amount of fuel to any property, but
it is compounded on small lots. Separate structures with a concrete wall.
